SCHOOL UPDATES: 
 
Important District Update Regarding COVID Exposure Concern 
As you may be aware, there was a reported COVID-19 exposure at the Cloverdale Childcare over 

the winter break. This has caused the childcare provider to shut down for the week.  
It is important to note that the Greater Victoria School District follows the advice and direction 
from public health and we did not receive any notification of this impacting our school operations. 
If there were any risks or an exposure to school staff and students, we would take the 
appropriate steps as advised by public health and immediately notify our school community.  
In the case of the Cloverdale Childcare Centre, Island Health has completed contact tracing and 
has been in direct contact with those who may have been impacted. The childcare centre is 
taking additional steps to ensure the safety of staff and children by staying closed this week.  
We will continue to follow all health and safety protocols at Cloverdale Traditional, and request 
that families continue to complete daily health checks and keep students home when they are ill.
